I choose to experience you anew today. | will do this by assuming nothing about you, by
always asking.

I want to tell you something about money.

| want to tell you one way in which you had special meaning to me today. (Go ahead. Tell
them.)

Fun is feeling good about yourself.

| need a good stroke. (Calls for a response)
